Alice Cooney (Nonnie) Frelinghuysen, the Anthony and Lulu Wang

Curator of American Decorative Arts at the Metropolitan Museum of Art

in New York, will be the guest speaker.

Ms. Frelinghuysen is one of the country’s

foremost experts on the decorative arts

of the mid- to late-19th century, and on

the work of Louis Comfort Tiffany and

Company. In 1897, a member of Tiffany’s

workshop designed and fabricated the tri-

part window at the back of the new stack

wing at Pequot Library, where it remains

to this day. Ms. Frelinghuysen will discuss

the maker of the window in detail and

place it in the broader context of American

art.
